SUNDAY, MARCH 14

The Norwegian delegation extended an apology for the lack of transport from the arena in the afternoon. There will be more buses to take the participants to and from the skiing-centre as of Tuesday.

Briefing about the wintergames in 2012.

The Danish delegation informed, that the Greenland-option is out for the wintergames in 2012. The main reasons: It will be too expensive, and the partners in Greenland cannot offer the type of accommodation that will meet our needs. 

Several delegations wanted to extend their gratitude to the Danish delegation for all the work spent on the project. A majority of the delegates asked, though, if the decision to cancel was final, or if it could still be worked at a later time. 

TUESDAY, MARCH 16. 

The delegates loved the SuperG-race today! And they also loved the opening ceremony last night. 

Short briefing on Wednesday’s program, individual cross country. 

Some more information about activities on Thursday, the day off, where two excursions were proposed: one to the heavy-water-museum in Rjukan, Telemark, and a guided skiing-excursion to some of the peaks around Hovden.

Since Wednesday’s program also included the international evening, there was no meeting on Wednesday night.

1. Evaluation: The delegates were all really happy with the games, and the way they have been organized. 

2. Next year’s games will be organized in Schladming in Austria, from March 12 – 19. The cost will be around 800 Euro. The Austrians will try to accommodate everyone in one hotel, there is room for 200 participants there. If there are more participants, we would need to stay in two hotels. The hotels are all located in the centre of the community, only about 400 meters from the slopes. The cross-country arena is located around 5 km from the hotel, and at an altitude of around 1100 meters. 
Summergames next year will be organized by the Italians – south of Livorno in Tuscany. The dates are September 4 – 11. All the participants will be accommodated in a holiday-compound, and the cost is 520 Euro.

There was some discussion about the wintergames in 2012, since the Danes have cancelled their project in Greenland. Italy offered to organize – again. But – they have now organized summergames in two consecutive years. There was then a request put to Denmark, if they could organize in another country. That was definitely no option for the Danes, given the very mixed reception to their offer of organizing the summergames in the Canary Isles. The German delegation thinks that the participants will be willing to relinquish luxury in such an exotic location, even if it will be more expensive than usually. There was then some discussion about the challenges of organizing in another country, until Denmark decided the following: 
“The Danish delegation will look into the Greenland-project again – until summer, with the aim of organizing in 2012. Italy is still an option, and the Italians will await the Danish decision on the feasibility of the project until the summergames in Tuscany. If Denmark then cannot organize in 2012, Italy will look into the possibility of hosting the games there. France will look into the possibility of organizing the wintergames in 2013.” 

4. Categories. The German delegation brought up the issue, as they maintained that one of the competitors in category C, was according to the rules really in category B. 

Since the competitor was Swedish, Sweden responded, pointing to the fact, and bringing some proof to their point – that the rules have been practiced in a non-consistent manner during several years. They therefore presented a proposal of modification, where the categories are set up in the following manner: 

A: until 39 years 

B: 40 – 49 years

C: 50 years and more

The rule pertaining to the date each participant changes category, December 31 in the preceding year, was not subject to change. Since the proposal was presented during the meeting, and the delegations needed time to study it in detail, the vote was delayed until Friday.
